If you follow these steps, once a week, the
control of head lice in your home and at the
school will be greatly improved.

Stepl Comb inexpensive hair conditioner on
to dry, brushed (detangled) hair. This makes it
difficult for lice to grip the hair or run around;
Step 2 Wipe the conditioner from the comb
onto a paper towel or tissue;

Step 3 Look on the tissue and on the comb
for lice and eggs;

Step 4 |If lice or eggs are found, the child
should be treated;

Step 5 If the child has been treated recently
and only hatched eggs are found, you may not
have to treat since the eggs could be from the
old infection.
