Dear Level 1 Parents 

As we approach the end of the first year of school for the Preps, we are 

amazed at how much they have grown physically and academically. 

Here are the updates for Term 4: 

Literacy 

We have completed our introduction of initial sounds and have begun 

blending sounds together; for example sh, ch, th. 

Numeracy 

The topics to be covered this semester in Numeracy are as follows: addition 

and subtraction stories, data collection, numbers to 20 (odd and even) time, 

measurement and using a calculator. 

Excursion
